This document is an appeal filed pursuant to 36 CFR 215. The Appellant is the Boulder  Town Council.

The document being appealed is the Decision Notice and FONSI for the East Fork Boulder Creek Native Trout Restoration Project, for the following reasons:

1. The need of the project is not warranted: CRCT have viable populations already in the area and are not listed as threatened or endangered. Aspects of the FERC/Garkane agreement (under which this project is required) are legally contested by the Town of Boulder. The Decision Notice should have no standing until the legal ramifications are worked out. 

2. The EA takes no responsibility for aquatic poisoning of private property on King’s Pasture or the Garkane penstock and pond (an area that feeds into our irrigation systems). 

3. The “best available science” used by the USFS is insufficient. It fails to assess adequately (if at all) independent professional studies, submitted studies by the general public, and current, critical research regarding Parkinson’s Disease. No long-term studies are included. Implications for health of the human environment of Boulder Town are unknown and likely unsafe. 

4. All Rotenone Formulations, Potassium Permanganate, and the listed petroleum carriers are toxic, either linked to Parkinson’s Disease, and/or may cause cancer, birth defects and reproductive harm in humans.

5. Though the EA indicates aquatic poisons will only travel a ½ mile downstream beyond the intended project area, countless reports of Rotenone projects across the country refute this claim, thereby endangering our Town’s entire water system. International independent studies show these chemicals persist in both water and soil for longer periods of time than Government Agencies claim and in ways not completely understood. The town of Boulder depends on this water for irrigation, livestock, crops, farms, gardens and recreation. 

6. All alternatives presented by the community save one were disregarded without study or substantial comment.

7. For these reasons and the level of public controversy the Boulder Town Council requires an EIS (Environmental Impact Statement) be initiated or a No Action Alternative chosen.
